B.  45+ Season Schedule - (NEAAU League Games / GNHBL League Games / NEBA 

League Games / ACBL League Games / Open Games / 5+ Tournament Schedule) Play 
begins in March and extends through August  depending on your level of play. 

 
C.  Tournaments/Showcase Schedule – 5+ Tournaments & Showcases during the season.  

Examples:  Triple Crown, Baseball Heaven, Perfect Game, Ripken, Sandlott Nationals, 
AAU State and Nationals and many more. 

 
D.   Practices – At least one or two practices per week.  Practice times/days will be 

determined by coach and team schedule.  Also, special Capitals Clinics will be offered for 
all our teams throughout the season. 

 
5)  Baseball City Hitter’s Club membership

Connecticut Capitals train indoors at Baseball City in Hartford, CT.  You will not find a 
better indoor baseball training facility in the country!
